Week 1

Monday: In class: Activity 1: Define science fiction and dystopian novels. Discuss the themes, forms, and subgenres of science fiction. Activity 2: Read aloud chapters 1-3.

Tuesday: In class: Activity 1: Bell ringer- 5 minutes of reflection writing prompt: What do you think Hana meant when she said “you know you can’t be happy unless you’re unhappy sometimes, right?” Activity 2: Discussion on Romeo and Juliet Activity 3: Discussion on the country’s motto: Safety, Sanctity, Community. What does each of these elements mean today? How does the government in Delirium achieve this? How does the general population feel about this?

Activity 4: Discuss the stereotypes surrounding “Sympathizers.”

How does the “Book of Shhh” make love sound like a disease? Examine the ways in which the extracts soften the reality of the situation (p.69, 147, 173) How does the “Book of Shhh” influence Lena’s thinking? Activity 3: Small group discussion: Discuss the incident with Chris McDonnell. Why do you think Lena ranks Chris as number 2? Activity 4: Read aloud chapter 12.

Thursday: In class: Activity 1: Bell ringer- 5 minutes of reflection writing prompt: Why do you think Lena went to warn Hana even though they had gone their separate ways? Activity 2: Small group discussion of the raid scene. Activity 3: Class discussion of the brutality of the regulators. What laws do we have in place against police brutality? Discuss the events of police brutality in US history. Discuss the fine line between protector and persecutor.

At first Lena saw her mom, now she is seeing Alex in the dream, why do you think that is? Do you think she is afraid of losing him? Is this a side effect of deliria nervosa? Activity 4: Discuss how Lena’s view of love/ deliria nervosa is changing.

Wednesday: In class: Assign Traditional Prompt 1 (TP 1). Activity 1: Bell ringer-5 minutes of reflection writing. How does Alex change Lena’s mind? Is she making these decisions on her own or is she sick?

Why do you think Brian Scharff says Lena is prettier in the pictures? Why was Brian able to sympathize with Lena and recognize what she was feeling? Do you think his cure was successful or that he wanted to believe that it was which made it feel successful?

Activity 3: Discuss Carol and Rachel’s reaction to Lena’s deliria. Do you think Rachel, who was once infected, is acting in the interest of Lena?
