Character Analysis
For this essay, you will write a minimum of two pages analyzing one of the main characters. Your analysis needs to be in depth, knowledgeable, and thought provoking. Delve into the character’s mind; using reasoning and textual evidence, explore their traits and reasons for their actions. 
Choose one of the following characters to analyze:

1. Tris 

2. Four

3. Al

4. Eric

Your essay must include:

1. A clear, concise thesis statement. What is the point you want to make about the character?  

2. An analysis of the character: Is this character good or evil? Why? What evidence does the text give us? What are possible explanations for their behavior? What is their motivation? 
3. Explore the character’s identity: How does the character see him/herself? How do others see that character? How do the character’s traits, personality, and physical appearance affect his/her identity? 

4. Textual evidence: Every claim needs to be developed and backed up with textual evidence. This can be paraphrasing of the text or direct quotes.
