Traditional prompt 2

You will write a composition that engages the text on a literary critical level. For this composition, you will focus on censorship or segregation within the factions. It is pertinent that you look closely at the relationship between each faction as well as that of the members in each faction with other members of that faction. You will need to develop a clear thesis and support it with evidence from the text. No outside sources should be used for this composition. 
The components of the composition are as follows:

1. The composition needs to be 3-4 pages (900-1,200 words) long.

2. A well developed thesis needs to be present throughout the composition. 

Choose one of the two prompts:

1. Censorship

a. The composition must focus on censorship on two different levels.
i. The first level is between the factions.
1. Is there a free flow of information between all the factions?
2. Do all the factions get along and communicate well?
3. How does the division of duties cause further divide in the flow of information?
ii. The second level is between members within a particular faction.

1. This portion maybe limited between members of either Abnegation or Dauntless (chose one). 

2. This needs to focus on the information between leaders of the faction, ordinary faction members, and faction initiates.
2. Segregation/Discrimination 
a. The composition must focus on segregation and discrimination. 

b. How is separating people into factions a form of segregation?

c. How is the Dauntless initiation process a form of discrimination and segregation?
d. Other examples of segregation: such as the discrimination of factions toward the Abnegation faction and the Factionless. 
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
